Are three different species. This is clear from indigenous identification/names and from the appearance. However, the botanical expert did not or could not arrive as the species name, leaving all as simply genus sp. In this cases all 3 should be listed on the family page.

However, in other cases two such names might be equivalent, or a sp. designation might simply be because a sterile sample was collected. In this case the sp. should not be listed.
	Solution: I think that the best solution would be to have an equivalences table from the collection number. Thus,

Thus 51, 218, 605 are, I think, all the same. However, even though given the same name, 606 is different.

Suggestion. I will construct a table of equivalences for situations in which the name is different. The first collection number is the name that should be displayed.

Thus 

0605$0218$0051 means that collections number 605, 218, 051 are all the same and that 605 should be displayed.
