Family Index Page: The goal of this page is to facilitate navigation to family. It presents a list of all the families that have been documented in the ethnobotanical work, and links to Individual Family Pages. Possibly the Family Index Page will have a link to a brief text explaining the project: e.g., History of the project. It might also have a link to a Site Map for this botanical section of the project or to a tutorial on navigation/possibilities. However, this will not clutter up the actual Fam. Index Page)
1) Remove bottom frame

2) Rework page layout to focus on list of families

Move/remove intro text (yes, perhaps have a text into on a separate page)

Move/remove/edit graphic (yes, you may redesign page; the goal is to keep a general style like http://lec.uchicago.edu/~nahuatl/ency/encyhome.htm or http://lec.uchicago.edu/~nahuatl/ency/botzoo/botzoo_home.htm
Change navigation bar (make dynamic, include w/top graphic) (yes, though I’m not sure what make dynamic means in this case, but generally, yes this needs to be done here and elsewhere)

3) Family names stored in DB (that stands for "Data Base") (yes, I might create a new database since my Filemaker Pro is a mess of data. I have a question about how to set the fields/tags

4) Tighten up list of families, get it on one screen if possible (yes, this would be db driven. However, we have to make sure of legibility, which I’m sure you are aware of, and the fact that the family list might expand (140?) smaller font? four columns?)

Individual Family Page:

1) Remove bottom frame/update navigation bar (similar to, or same as, intro page) (yes, there should be a general agreement/style consistency in the nav bars)
2) Data will be stored in db with the following information:

Genus/species



Nahuatl names:




Village + name



Other names:




English




Spanish 

3) Photoshop altered graphics to be incorporated into pages 
4) Tighten up layout - avoid top-to-bottom scrolling (big text on top) (I’m not sure if I understand this. All family pages will have a 2–3 paragraph introduction to the family. This must be somewhere. Your sense of design in fantastic so I’m sure we can work in the species list with the extended text on family. I’m not sure top-down scrolling can be avoided. Note: some families have more than 50 species.)
5) Focus on the list of species as much as possible
6) Figure out how to deal with unlimited plant names (Does this refer to nahuatl names for species or unlimited number of scientific species? My guess is that for the Euphorbiacae and Asteraceae we might get up to 75 species. Nahuatl names will probably not exceed 12–20 for any given species. Note: I think your idea of selecting a language is good. But we should offer users an opportunity to go to a separate page with a list, later map, of the villages surveyed)
7) Replace/remove link graphic? (These graphics should indicate in some way where

they're taking the reader (I’m not sure what this refers to. Basically, each scientific name should link to an Botanical Species Page (see next level below) and each Nahuatl name should link to, or potentially link to, an Indigenous Genus/Species Page. I’m still not sure how this will work, but probably there will be an Indigenous Species Page that will discuss all information on a genus/species from Nahuatl consultants)
Botanical Species Page:


1)  Navigation updates

2)  Remove frames

3) Construct page which will include these elements:


a) Photos (for up to 10 pictures)



b) Description of species from a botanical perspective

c) Complete list of indigenous names, all visible at once 

d) Common English and Spanish names
4) Names will be db driven (same db as used previously)
5) Links to Indigenous Expert Pages (page with Nahuatl text, transcription and translation)
